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PHILOSOPHY

The Barneveld School District (BSD) believes the co-curricular program is an integral part of our educational curric-
ulum. Co-curricular programs provide opportunities for learning experiences difficult to duplicate in other school
activities. Participation in the co-curricular program can provide innumerable opportunities to develop physical
skills, emotional maturity and responsible behavior in our student athletes. In addition, such important educational
values as self-discipline, fair play, sportsmanship, and appreciation of teamwork and the development of personal
pride, lifetime skills and integrity are fostered through a sound co-curricular program. It is important that participa-
tion in the co-curricular program is an enriching and healthy experience for our students and stimulates physical,
mental and social growth..

It is the belief of the BSD that adherence to the standards outlined in this document promote the growth of responsi-
ble members of our community. We recognize that students who choose to participate in more co-curricular activi-
ties and leadership activities will experience more severe and multiple penalties. This is a consequence of being
held to a higher standard. Participation in any sport or extra-curricular activity is a privilege not a right.

PURPOSE
The purpose of this handbook is to familiarize students in Grades 7-12 with the policies and regulations of the Wis-
consin Interscholastic Athletic Association (WIAA) and the BSD, as related to all co-curricular activities.

All policies are in accordance with regulations of the WIAA Handbook unless otherwise specified in the constitution
of the Six Rivers Conference. This also includes other nationally sanctioned school organizations.

The BSD Board believes effort and resources should be utilized to create an environment in which all students ac-
tively engage in extra-curricular activities. The BSD Board commits itself to extra-curricular programs that will
provide all students, in an equitable manner, an opportunity to participate.

THE CO-CURRICULAR CODE

This Code of Conduct is incorporated into the Barneveld Student Handbook that each student receives at the begin-
ning of each school year. A student athlete is required to follow Barneveld’s Code of Conduct on a year round (12
month) basis and violations will count during the summer months when school is not in session. Note that participa-
tion is counted from the first day of practice of activity.

DISTRICT CO-CURRICULAR GOALS
1. Provide co-curricular activities that encourage student participation in order to develop lifetime interests,
new skills, as well as enhance existing skills.
2. Encourage excellence in co-curricular activities to support appropriate mental, physical, and emotional
growth of students.
3. Provide an environment conducive to co-curricular excellence that includes, but is not limited to:
e Safe and appropriate physical facilities
e  Qualified, dedicated, and motivated advisors/coaches/staff
e Creation of a desire to succeed and excel
e High ideals of fairness in all human relationships and interactions
e  Strong community involvement and support
4. Provide co-curricular programming which generates unity between all stakeholders including students,
faculty, administration, parents/guardians and the community.



DEFINITION

Co-curricular activities are those voluntary activities that are school related. Activities that are a required part of a
course and contribute to a student’s grade for the course are not considered co-curricular activities. Co-curricular
activities include, but are not limited to the following:

e  Managers/Stats .

ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY
The students’ primary responsibilities are to maintain the highest academic standards possible. In order to partici-
pate in extra-curricular activities each student must be passing all classes he/she is enrolled in.

1. Academic eligibility is based on terms, not semesters. Grades are evaluated on given mid-term
report dates. Students must maintain a passing grade in each class enrolled in.

2. Upon mid-term evaluation, any student failing a class (or more than one class) is ineligible to par-
ticipate in co-curricular activities for three (3) calendar weeks (beginning on the evaluation date).

3. At the conclusion of three (3) weeks, the student’s progress is reassessed. If that grade and all
other grades are above failing the student may resume participation. If the grade is still not at the
passing level the student will become ineligible for an additional one (1) week. Each week there-
after, the grades are evaluated until the student is passing all classes.

4. The student is responsible to initiate a grade check and bring a passing grade report to the Athletic
Director and coach/advisor/sponsor.

5. Students on weekly grade checks are responsible to obtain grade sheets on Thursday mornings and
have the form completed by all teachers and returned to the Athletic Director by the end of school
on Friday. If the Athletic Director is not available the grade sheets should be turned in to the of-
fice. If the student is passing all classes, he/she will be eligible to play/practice immediately. If
not, the student will be ineligible to participate for one week starting from the following Monday.

6. Ifastudent receives an "F" at mid-term evaluation, the student will be placed on Academic Proba-
tion. The student will be ineligible for one (1) week and then must maintain passing grades until
the next grading period. Students who receive a failing grade in the fourth quarter will be ineligi-
ble for 21 consecutive calendar days, beginning with the date of the earliest allowed competition
in a sport.

7. A grade of ‘Incomplete’ will be considered failing until it is made up and it becomes a passing
grade. An ‘Incomplete’, per WIAA rules makes an athlete ineligible to compete until the incom-
plete grade has been resolved and the athlete is passing the course.



LEADERSHIP POSITIONS

Any student who violates the Conduct portion of this Code must relinquish all titled leadership positions that he/she
presently holds in any organization or class, which includes Prom Court. This provision will be in effect for the
remainder of the school year or term of office. If a student has violated the Code during an election, they will no
longer be allowed to participate as a candidate in the election. A titled or untitled member of an organization or
class will forfeit his/her next scheduled event for his/her first violation and the remainder of the school year for the
second violation. Each organization will submit a Code of Conduct to the principal for approval.

*Drama: Due to the single event each year, the Advisor and Athletic Director will handle the Code of Conduct.
The Advisor will submit a plan of conduct to the Athletic Director for approval each year. Participants will
read and sign the agreement.

*NHS: Will follow the Code of Conduct established by the National Honor Society Constitution.

ATTENDANCE/SCHOOL ACTIVITIES
The BSD believes that students who are not able to attend school should not participate in or attend after school ac-
tivities. Therefore the following will apply:

A student must attend a full day of school to be able to participate in practice and/or competition on any given
day. The only exceptions to this requirement are:

e Legitimate pre-arranged excused absences;
e Emergencies deemed acceptable by the Principal.

2. A student who is absent from school on the day of, or the day following, an activity or contest he/she will
be given a warning. Students are allowed This means one warning per year, not per sport.

3. After a student has been given one warning, no absences will be justified without written documentation
from an health Care Professional (HCP). Students missing the any part of the day of or the day following
an activity or contest will be ineligible for the next scheduled activity or contest.

Students who do not attend school, but attend an after school activity will receive an unexcused absence when
he/she returns to school. Legitimate pre-arranged absences and emergencies deemed acceptable by the
Principal will not result in an unexcused absence. Students who follow the procedures in paragraph “A”
above, will be allowed to attend after school events.

e Students under suspension are ineligible to participate in any school activities until the sus-
pension has been lifted.

1. Appointments — Medical, Dental and Chiropractic: Students will be required to provide written documenta-
tion from their HCP doctor for the absence to be excused. Reasonable transportation time to and from the
appointment will be allowed (i.e., Mt. Horeb is 20 minutes each way). If this is not followed, the absence
will be counted as unexcused.

A student who has an unexcused absence on Friday may not participate in a Saturday event if no contest is held on
the preceding Friday.

AWARD ELIGIBILTY
I*" Violation:  No loss of eligibility of awards
2" Violation: ~ No awards for current activity season if the violation occurred during the season
3rd Violation:  No awards for one calendar year
4th Violation:  No awards for remainder of high school career

Students who are violation free for two years can appeal this rule to the Co-Curricular Board.
Students will be governed by the policies of the school where they are participating regarding post season awards.

Senior Awards:
A student is not eligible for Senior Awards after his/her second violation. The policy should reflect that one mistake
will allow an athlete the opportunity to show a change in behavior.

All-Conference Awards:
An athlete is not eligible for All-Conference Honors, if he/she has had a violation during the season. Honors are
allowed if the offense did not happen during that season. The season begins the first day of practice.



BEHAVIORAL EXPECTATIONS

Students in co-curricular programs are expected to exhibit the highest standards of socially responsible behavior,
sportsmanship and show proper respect for authority at all times in school and within the community. Frequent un-
excused absences from class and/or school, discipline referrals, detentions and/or suspensions may cause forfeiture
of a student’s privileges to participate in co-curricular activities.

Examples of violations of these rules might include illegal activity, less than a felony, abusive language directed at a
teacher, advisor, or coach, chronic truancy or refusal to follow school rules. It is impossible to list all the situations
that might fall under the Code. The Principal and Athletic Director have discretion in interpreting these rules, but
coaches/advisors input will be taken into consideration. Students are protected from arbitrary treatment under this
rule by their ability to appeal to the Co-Curricular Board.

PENALTY: Violations of this rule will generally result in suspension, as specified in the due process section de-
pending on the nature of the incident. Penalties under this rule will usually include suspensions from participation
but could also include written/verbal apologies, detentions, community service or other penalties that are deemed
appropriate based on the offense.

CARRY OVER POLICY

If a student is suspended from a sport or an activity and the season ends before the term of the suspension is
completely served, the remaining suspension will be enforced in the next season in which the student partici-
pates. In the case of athletics, if a student goes out for a second sport, serves the suspension and then quits
the sport, the full suspension will carry into the next season, until such time as the student serves the suspen-
sion and completes the season in good standing. The purpose of this rule is to prevent a student from completing
the term of a suspension in a sport that has little to no meaning for the student and quitting the sport after the suspen-
sion is served.

No athlete will be allowed to join a team after the season has started to clear up a Code violation in order to be eligi-
ble for an upcoming sport.

CARE OF EQUIPMENT

The school does its best to provide high quality and safe equipment and participants are expected to take care of this
equipment. Participants will be held financially responsible for any lost or misplaced equipment. Students will also
be financially responsible for deliberate destruction of school property. Parents are asked to ensure students return
any/all equipment not purchased by the student, to the school.

CHANGING SPORTS

A Varsity athlete may not quit one sport and begin another during the same season except by agreement of both
Coaches; the Principal will make the final decision. If an athlete out for a sport other than the Varsity level decides
to transfer to another sport, he/she may do so only with the approval of the Coaches, Athletic Director and Principal.

CO-OPERATIVE PROGRAMS

Students who participate in co-operative programs will fall under the Academic Code of the school in which they
are enrolled. Students will be governed by the policies of the school where they are participating regarding post-
season awards.

In situation where an athlete receives a Code violation which involves a longer suspension at one school versus the
other, each Athletic Code will come into affect. Example: An athlete plays football in Mt. Horeb and baseball in
Barneveld. The athlete has a Code violation during football and receives a two year suspension. The Barneveld
penalty for the same violation results in a one year suspension. Therefore, the athlete would be ineligible for two
years in Mt. Horeb and one year in Barneveld.



DRESS AND APPEARANCE

Students must be clean, neatly dressed and well groomed at all times when representing BSD. Coaches and Advi-
sors may set team dress standards. All students must follow the school’s policy against wearing inappropriate attire
depicting sex, drugs, alcohol or tobacco and must restrain from wearing vulgar or sexually suggestive clothing.

INJURIES AND INSURANCE

Parents and guardians of student-athletes must understand that students who participate in athletics within the BSD
may suffer serious injury, including, but not limited to, sprains, fractures, brain damage, paralysis, or even death.
Parents and/or guardians of student-athletes must be fully aware and understand the risk of serious injury that may
result from such participation.

e  The participant must report all injuries immediately to his/her Advisor/Coach. When a student-athlete
is injured and treated by a physician, he/she must bring in a written release, signed by the physician in
order to resume participation in the sport.

e Insurance claims are filed with the injured athlete’s insurance company.

Any claims that are not covered by the athlete’s insurance company are then filed with the BSD’s Student Insurance
carrier.

PHYSICAL/ALTERNATE YEAR CARD
For a student to be eligible to anticipate in athletics, he/she must do the following:

Have a signed physical card or an Alternate Year Card on file with the Athletic Director before he/she can partici-
pate. A parent/guardian must sign this card.

It is a WIAA requirement that all student-athletes have a physical every two years. During the second year of partic-
ipation, a student needs an “Alternate Year Card” signed by a parent/guardian. If student-athletes participate in ath-
letics from 7™ through 12™ grade, they will need a physical in grades 7, 9, and 11. The Alternate Year Card would
be handed in when the student-athletes are in grades 8, 10, and 12. If a student/athlete participates 7™ through 12
grade they will need a physical in grades 8, 10, and 12.

Note: The Physical Card is only good for two years. If a student-athlete participated in 7 grade and then did not
participate again until 9™ grade, he/she would have to have another physical, because the original card would have
expired. If a student-athlete starts to participate in athletics when he/she is in the 8" grade, he/she would have a
Physical Card in grades 8, 10, and 12 and an Alternate Year Card in the odd numbered years. A student-athlete only
has to hand in one (1) card each year, which makes him/her eligible for the entire year. A card handed in for the
spring sport’s season dated after April 1™ is also good for the following school year.

STUDENT TRANSFERS
All Code violations and penalties carry forward for athletes from one school district to another during the school
year.

TRANSFER RULE

TRANSPORTATION REGULATIONS

Team members must use the transportation provided by BSD to reach the site of the contest or practice. Team mem-
bers must also return to school using the same transportation unless parents request in writing, permission to take the
student home in their private vehicle. Only the legal parent or guardian will be allowed to transport a student home
from away games with the coach’s permission.

CONDUCT
The following types of conduct are determined to be violations of the Co-curricular Code. Conduct unbecoming a

student representing the BSD may include, but is not limited to one or more of the following:

1. The use of or being under the influence of an alcoholic beverage.



2. The use, purchase, possession, or sale of illegal drugs or alcoholic beverages.

Possession of any drug paraphernalia.

4. Possession, purchase or sale of street drugs and/or performance enhancing substances (PES). Drug

testing will be required by the student’s primary care physician if there is a reasonable suspicion of

PES use. The student shall be ineligible to practice or participate in any competitions until such testing

is completed and the BSD has been provided test results. Athletes who admit PES use or test positive

for PES will be provided with unbiased medical information regarding risks and adverse effects of

PES. Athletes will be referred to their primary care physician for further medical and psychological

evaluations and interventions as warranted. Expenses will be the responsibility of the parents/

guardians of the athlete.

Purchase, possession or use of any type of tobacco (cigarettes, “chew”, etc.).

6. Stealing of uniforms or the possession of stolen uniforms or equipment from the BSD or any other
school district.

7. Engaging in or being an accomplice to any immoral or unacceptable conduct contrary to the ideals,
principles, and standards of the BSD, court system, or the WIAA.

8. Students may also be disciplined or suspended from competition for insubordination or disrespect to
any school employee, coach, or official or failure to meet the requirements of individual coaches.

9. A student ejected from a contest in which they are participating will automatically miss the next con-
test.

10. Any suspension, which occurs after the school has played its first WIAA tournament contest, results in
that athlete being ineligible for the remainder of the WIAA tournament series in that sport.

11. Attendance at any gathering or party at which there is use of illegal drugs by anyone at the gathering or
party or at which there is consumption of alcohol by any persons at the party or gathering that is not of
legal drinking age. Presence in bars or attendance at parties where alcohol, illegal drugs, or tobacco
substances are available is prohibited. Students participating in co-curricular activities are expected to
avoid frequenting bars and taverns.

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However, since food is served in local establishments that also serve alcohol, the following exceptions will
be made:

1. Students can order and consume food if:
e  They are served away from the bar, in a dining area and,
e  They leave the establishment after eating.
1. Students should not play pool or any games while in the establishment.

This rule is not meant to include presence in an establishment that is primarily an eating place or presence in such
places with parents, or to prevent being employed at such places. It also is not meant to include presence in places
like a golf course clubhouse, where alcoholic beverages are served when a participant would have a legitimate rea-
son to be there. Attendance at family gatherings, sponsored by parents, where alcohol is consumed will not be con-
sidered a violation. However, this does not mean student may use these products. These exceptions would include
such events as family weddings, graduation parties, and other similar occasions. “Holding” an alcoholic drink, to-
bacco product or illegal drugs will be considered a violation of this Code. Participants should avoid acts of impro-
priety or the appearance of impropriety.

Any other behavior that occurs that is not specifically listed above in this section, but is similar to those listed above,
may be considered by the Athletic Director as a violation of the Co-curricular Code and may be subject to a judg-
ment hearing.

Defining Illegal Substances

Purchase, selling, possession, or the consumption of illegal substances such as alcohol or tobacco products
(including non-alcoholic beer or an intoxicant look-a-like). Purchase, selling, possession, or the use of illegal drugs.
Possession of drug paraphernalia (mood-altering substances, controlled substances, or look-a-like drugs, Perfor-
mance Enhancing Substances or street drugs).



ATHLETIC VIOLATIONS

(The remainder of the Code applies to only athletes who participate in any of the following: volleyball, football,
soccer, cross country, track, softball, basketball, baseball, wrestling, cheerleading, pom-pon, manager, stats, etc.

)

Student athletes serving a suspension for an Athletic Code Violation will not be allowed to join a sport after the date
of the first practice. Violations of the Athletic Code shall be cumulative throughout the student’s high school career.
When a calendar year elapses (from the date on which the violation occurred) without an additional violation, the
violation shall not be counted for purposes of assessing any penalty for a subsequent violation. Only one violation
during the student’s high school career may be discounted.

An accumulation of four (4) Class I and Class II Violations in any combination will result in a suspension from all
athletic activities for one calendar year.

To promote honesty, Class II Violation - 1% and 2™ offense can be reduced through a self-referral made by the par-
ent and/or student. A self-referral must be made in writing to the Athletic Director by 1:00 p.m. the next business
day, following the infraction. Business days are considered to be Monday through Friday year round, unless it is a
holiday. Infractions taking place on the weekend must be reported by 1:00 p.m. on the following Monday.

Self-referring a Class II Violation (First Violation) will reduce the penalty by two (2) contests.
Self-referring a Class II Violation (Second Violation) will reduce the penalty by four (4) contests.

Note: Scrimmages do not count as contests

Any Class II Violations beyond the second will not receive any reduction in penalty. The student will serve the
remaining penalty as stated in the Handbook.

Class I Violations
e Presence at a gathering where alcohol or drugs are being consumed by persons under the age
of 21.
Use of controlled substances, not prescribed by a doctor.

If a person(s) in possession of alcohol or controlled substance arrives at a gathering being given by a stu-
dent, that student is responsible under this policy for the immediate removal of that person(s) and of all
alcohol or controlled substances from the premises. A responsible adult or the police should be contacted
without delay if that person(s) refuses to leave. Students who arrive at a place where activity that consti-
tutes a Code Violation occurs must leave immediately. If a student does not leave immediately, he/she will
be in violation of the Co-curricular Code.

Note: There is no 5-10 minute rule. Students are expected to leave the premises immediately.

Penalties for Class I Violations: (In-Activity and Out-of-Activity)
Class I Violation (First)
e  Suspension for one (1) contest date in the current athletic activity (or in the next
athletic activity, if the current athletic activity has been concluded).
e  All subsequent Class I Violations hereafter will be administered as a Class II
Violation. The Athletic Director has the authority to supersede any Class [ Vio-
lation or his/her determination of each occurrence.
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Class II Violations
e Conduct in violation of criminal state statutes other than Class I. Severity of conduct may
cause offense to be considered a Class II Violation, as determined by the District Administra-
tor, District Athletic Director and Principal.
e Possession, consumption, or use of alcohol, tobacco or controlled substances.
Use of anabolic steroids or human growth hormones without a valid prescription.
e Possession of any drug paraphernalia.

Penalties for Class II Violations: (In-Activity and Out-of —Activity)
1. Class II Violations (First)

a. Suspension for 25 50% of the number of scheduled contest dates in the current ath-
letic activity or the next athletic activity. (.5 or greater is rounded up).

b. If the number of contests remaining in the current athletic activity is less than the
number set forth above, the student shall remain suspended for the number of
contests of the next athletic activity in which the student participates determined
by subtracting the percentage of contests for which the student was suspended in
the current athletic competition from the 5025% and multiplying the remainder
by the number of contests in the next athletic activity.

c. The student must participate with their team in all practices during the suspension.

d. The student can earn back 25% of scheduled contests if he/she performs 20 hours of
approved community service.

1. Class II Violations (Second)

a. Suspension for 75100% of the number of scheduled contest dates in the current ath-
letic activity, or the next athletic activity. (.5 or greater is rounded up).

b. The student will participate in practice during the remainder of the current athletic
activity while under suspension unless the coach decides otherwise.

c. The student can earn back 50% of scheduled contests if he/she completes an ap-
proved alcohol and/drug assessment program and follows program recommen-
dations and performs 25 hours of approved community service.

1. Class II Violation (Third and Subsequent)

a. Suspension from all athletic activities for one calendar year commencing on the date
the student is notified of a confirmed violation.

b. Ifthe calendar year expires during an athletic activity season in which a student de-
sires to participate, the student must participate with their team in practice dur-
ing the entire season.

c. The student can earn back 50% of scheduled contests in all athletic activities if he/
she completes an approved alcohol and/drug assessment program and follows
program recommendations, attends two (2) Alcoholic or Narcotics Anonymous
meetings per month for one calendar year and performs 30 hours of approved
community service. Students must continue to attend AA/NA meetings for the
entire year, even after they have earned back the 50% eligibility.

See Athletic Director and Principle for additional details and listing of approved community services op-
tions.

Note: Once a student receives a Class II Violation, he/she cannot use a Class I (Association) Violation.
It is only common sense for an athlete to know they should not be attending a party or be in a
place where an illegal activity is taking place.
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Class III Violation
The following acts are considered extremely serious. The penalty for such violations will be a loss
of eligibility (practice and competition) for one calendar year from the date of violation. In addi-
tion, violators will be required to perform up to 100 hours of community service during the year of
ineligibility, assigned and monitored by the District Athletic Director.

1. Hosting a gathering where drinking of alcoholic beverages or use of controlled sub-
stances takes place.

2. Selling or distributing alcohol or controlled substances.

3. Failure of any parent, legal guardian or student to notify the school of a police-
documented violation involving that student (within seven (7) calendar days) has
forfeited the right to have that student participate in athletics for one (1) calendar
year.

Class IV Violation
A student arrested and charged for a violation(s) of the criminal state statutes, or ordinances or any charge
brought against a participant by local, county, or state law enforcement that he/she has violated
criminal laws or ordinances. (This includes all tickets and summons). The penalty for this viola-
tion is the loss of athletic eligibility for the remainder of that student’s athletic career. The student
is eligible to apply for re-instatement after one (1) year through the Athletic Code Appeal Process,
provided the athlete has completed 100 hours of community service.

Conduct Involving Drugs or Alcohol
A student who has been determined to have committed a violation of the Athletic Code involving
actual physical use, possession, purchase or sale of any drug or alcohol shall be required to partici-
pate in a screening procedure, conducted by a qualified agency, at the expense of the student or his
or her parent or legal guardian, to determine whether a pattern of drug or alcohol abuse is indicat-
ed. If such a pattern of abuse is indicated as a result of the screening process, the student may be
required to undergo a treatment program conducted by a qualified agency and approved by the
Administrator or designee. A student who does not participate in and complete an assessment
program or treatment program required pursuant to this paragraph shall remain suspended from
participation in any athletic activity. Evidence of completing a screening procedure must be sub-
mitted to the Athletic Director within 21 days of notification of the violation. Failure to comply
will result in a suspension of 25% of the scheduled contest dates in the next athletic activity.

A student arrested and charged for a violation(s) of the criminal state statutes/ordinances or any
charge brought against a participant by a local, county, or state law enforcement representative
that he/she has violated criminal laws or ordinances (this includes all tickets and summons).

REPORTING AND ADMINISTRATION OF CODE OF CONDUCT VIOLATIONS

The Athletic Director will administer this code for the co-curricular activities report. The Principal will keep rec-
ords of grading and progress reports. The Athletic Director will maintain records pertaining to violations and penal-
ties for all students in the student’s disciplinary file.

The Athletic Director must have belief that a violation has taken place. The student must be given due process
which will be in the form of a conference, at which time the student will have the opportunity to present his/her side
of the story. After the conference, disciplinary measures may be imposed. Usually, a violation report will involve
an eyewitness and usually that witness will submit the complaint in writing. However, there will be times when
neither an eyewitness nor a written statement will be possible. There will be other instances when students step for-
ward and report themselves as violators of the Code. Whatever the source of information about a violation, every
effort will be made to conduct a thorough investigation and assign fair and reasonable consequences.

DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES
1. The Coach in charge will handle minor violations. Minor violations will include undesirable in-school
behavior, field discipline, lack of cooperation, missing practice, etc.
2. All reported major violations will be handled by the Athletic Director.
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3. Travel:
An athlete is required to attend all games during their suspension, dressed in street clothes. How-
ever, the athlete will not be allowed to travel on any out of state or overnight trips.

TRUTH CLAUSE
If a student lies about involvement in a co-curricular violation, and is later found to be involved, his/her penalty dou-
bles.

NOTE: This Code is in effect year around, including the summer months when school is not in session.

NOTIFICATION OF VIOLATION

After determining that a student has committed a Code Violation, the Principal or designee shall send a letter, ad-
dressed to the student, the student’s parent or legal guardian, the student’s coach and District Athletic Director de-
scribing the violation and summarizing the penalty to be assessed, penalties which may be assessed for subsequent
violations and the procedure for appeal of the determination. The Principal shall meet with the student and deliver
the student’s copy of the letter during the meeting. A copy of the letter shall be mailed to the student’s parent or le-
gal guardian and a copy delivered to the student’s coach. The athlete immediately becomes ineligible for participa-
tion upon notification of the principal’s determination of a Code Violation.

A student who has been determined to have committed a Code Violation and/or the student’s parent or legal guardi-
an may appeal the decision of the Principal or designee according to the appeal procedure set forth in this Athletic
Code.

Students must understand that participating in extra curricular activities is not a constitutional right but a privilege.
Students participating in extra curricular activities in the BSD will follow the Barneveld Co-Curricular Handbook
rules. Citation by law enforcement authorities will result in penalties under the Athletic Code. These penalties are
invoked immediately and are not dependent upon court findings/determination.

APPEALS COMMITTEE
e  Administrator (chairperson) — If the Administrator and Athletic Director are two different people, the
Administrator serves as an Advisor and will be a non-voting member.
e  Athletic Director
e All Varsity Head Coaches. The Coach involved will be non-voting member.
e One Varsity team representative to be selected by team members at the beginning of each season.
Representative of the Student Council (President or Vice President)e
e Non-involved faculty member—appointed by the Administrator.

APPEAL PROCEDURE
1. Violations must be current (within 30 days) to be valid.

The violator and parent will be advised of the complaint.

The Athletic Board will address appeals within five (5) business days, weekends excluded.

The violator will be required to appear before the Athletic Board. Parents of the violator may attend
the meeting if they wish. The decision will be issued to the student in writing with a copy sent to
the parents.

5. All suspensions remain in effect during the appeal process.

Bl

VOLUNTARY ADMISSION
Any student who recognizes that he/she has a problem with the use/abuse of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, other con-
trolled substances, or the use of PES as defined in Class 11, 4, is encouraged to seek professional help for this prob-
lem. Any student who voluntarily seeks help for drug, tobacco, or alcohol abuse and notifies BSD Administrators
that he/she is seeking/receiving such help may have all penalties waived under the following conditions:
e  That student is not under investigation for the violation of this Code at the time he/she requests help.
e The student agrees to go for a formal substance abuse assessment at a qualified agency.
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= Ifthe conditions of the voluntary admission procedures are not fulfilled in a timely fash-
ion, the admission will count as an offense. Waiver of penalties by voluntary admission is
limited to one time during a student’s high school career.

ACCEPTANCE OF THE CODE OF CONDUCT

Students who plan to participate in co-curricular programs are expected to attend the Code meeting with their parent
(s) in either August or November prior to the beginning of the Fall and Winter athletic season. A student may not
participate in BSD Co-Curricular activities until the school has received a signed Student-Parent/Guardian pledge
form. This form should be returned to the Athletic Director or Coach of the activity in which the student is partici-
pating.

All students participating in extra curricular activities will be held to its standards, rules and regulations regardless
of whether or not they attend the Annual Code Meeting. It is the responsibility of the Coach to review the Code with
his/her participants. The pledge form will only need to be signed once a year.

NOTE: The WIAA incorporates the following rule in conjunction with forms dealing with athletic eligibility:
If a student or a student’s parents or guardian falsify any information furnished to the school, and a student
participates resulting in an order of forfeiture, the student becomes ineligible in all sports for one cal-
endar year from the date of the last game or meet in which the student participated.

POLICY DEVELOPMENT AND REVIEW

The Athletic Director shall annually consider whether the policies and rules set forth in the Co-Curricular Code of
Conduct need to be reviewed or revised. If such review and revision is necessary the Athletic Director shall con-
vene a committee made up of those people willing to serve but structured to give voice to students, parents, faculty,
coaches, advisors, and the community-at-large.

ALCOHOL AND OTHER DRUG USE BY STUDENTS

No student shall possess, distribute, sell or be under the influence of any illegal drug or intoxicant while on the
school premises, on the school bus, or while involved in any school sponsored activity. Students attending Barne-
veld School in violation of this policy shall be subject to disciplinary action in accordance with school regulations.

It shall be the policy of the Board of Education to take positive action through education, counseling, parental in-
volvement, medical referral, and police referral in the handling of incidents in the school involving the possession,
sale, and/or use of any illegal drug or intoxicant. The Board reserves the right to suspend or expel any student found
in violation of this policy (refer to the Student Discipline Handbook)

ALCOHOL, TOBACCO, AND ILLEGAL DRUGS

The POSSESSION of or use of an illegal drug, alcohol or tobacco product while engaged in a school activity con-
ducted on or off the school grounds is forbidden and will be subject to immediate suspension. The use of alcohol or
illegal drugs prior to arriving at a school activity is also forbidden and carries the same penalty. A student under the
influence of these substances will be referred to his/her parents and to the proper legal authorities.

If a student is experiencing problems with alcohol and/or other drug use/abuse, or if he/she knows of someone also
in such a situation, the following is a list of available Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse (AODA) assessment agencies,
counseling, rehabilitation and re-entry programs.

However, students are strongly encouraged to contact and seek help from the AODA Coordinator, School Psycholo-
gist, or Guidance Counselor first for direct support and help if and when he/she may need it. Please see Mrs. Schult-
ing for more information.

2010-2011 High School Athletic Eligibility Information Bulletin

To: Student-Athletes and Their Parents
From: Wisconsin Interscholastic Athletic Association and BARNEVELD SCHOOL DISTRICT

Your high school is a member of the Wisconsin Interscholastic Athletic Association. The following rules and regulations are developed
by the member schools of the WIAA and govern the participation by boys and girls in school athletics and in some instances, impact
upon sports activities outside the school.

This information bulletin is a summary of the WIAA OFFICIAL HANDBOOK as it pertains to those rules and regulations. Both student-
atuetes and their parents should have an understanding of these requirements. Equally important is that student-athletes and/or

There also are exceptions and other permissive provisions in some rules. Student-athletes and their parents should discuss all athletic
eligibility related situations with the school principal or athletic director who, if necessary, will get a decision, interpretation, or opinion
from the WIAA office.

Student-athletes, as well as parents are asked to read this bulletin, then sign it and have their signature statement (attached) on file
at their school prior to practicing and competing.

These are WIAA eligibility rules, which are current for the 2010-2011 school year:
AGE

A student shall be ineligible for interscholastic competition if he/she reaches his/her 19th birthday before August 1 of any given school
year.

ACADEMICS

A student-athlete must meet school and DPI requirements defining a full-time student and have received no more than one failing
grade (including incompletes) in the most recent school issued grade reporting period. Note: Some member schools adopt code and
academic policies and other participation requirements which are more stringent than WIAA minimum requirements. In those instanc-
es the schools requirements prevail and must be applied as written.

ATTENDANCE

A student-athlete is eligible for interscholastic competition at a member school if he/she is carried on the attendance rolls as a duly
enrolled full-time Grade 9, 10, 11 or 12 student in that member school. (Subject to satisfying all other eligibility requirements.)

Note: A full-time student is further defined as one where the member school is responsible for programming 100% of the student's
school day. The student is eligible for like or similar awards, privileges and services as all the other students and meets all obligations
and responsibilities as other students, without exception.

A. A student must complete eligibility in the four consecutive years starting with Grade 9 and the three consecutive years starting
with Grade 10, unless there are documented extenuating circumstances and a waiver has been provided.

B. Astudentis ineligible if he/she has graduated from a school offering studies through Grade 12 or its equivalent.

C. A student who graduated in May or June retains eligibility for (a) any portion of a spring athletic schedule not completed by the
end of the academic year and (b) the school’s summer athletic schedule.

D. A student is ineligible if he/she has not been enrolled in some school by the 17th day of a semester or trimester, except upon
request of a school in special cases involving sickness, accident, military service, social services assignment, e.g.

E. A student-athlete may not participate in school sports in more than four different years, and a student-athlete may not partici-
pate in the same sport more than one season each school year.

DETERMINING RESIDENCE FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL STUDENTS

A full-time student, whether an adult or not, is eligible for varsity interscholastic competition only at the school within whose attend-
ance boundaries his/her parents reside, within a given school district, with these additional provisions:
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Board of Education approved full-time student(s), paying their own tuition and residing full time with parents in their primary
residence shall be afforded eligibility. Transfer students are subject to provisions outlined in the transfers section of this docu-
ment and in the Senior High Handbook.

The residence of a student’s guardians shall determine eligibility in cases where both parents of a student are deceased. The exe-
cution of guardianship papers in situations where one or both parents are living does not by itself make a student eligible.

In the event of a divorce or legal separation, whether pending or final, a student’s residence at the beginning of the school year
shall determine eligibility, except in situations involving transfer after the fourth consecutive semester following entry into grade
9. For the purpose of this rule, attendance at one day of school and/or attendance at one athletic practice shall determine
‘beginning of school year.” Under this rule, a student who transfers after the beginning of the school year shall be ineligible at the
new school unless approval is granted by the Board of Control in accordance with the transfer and/or waiver provisions as de-
scribed in the WIAA HSIHandbook.

A student whose tuition is paid by the school within whose attendance boundaries parents reside or by the state and is enrolled in
a district approved program may be eligible at either school (first priority to school of residence) but (a) may not participate at
both schools in the same year and (b) academic ineligibility accompanies student upon transfer. Transfer restrictions may also
apply.

A student whose tuition is paid by the school within whose attendance boundaries parents reside or by the state or who is partici-
pating full time in a legislated open enrollment option must meet all statutory timeline requirements. This provision extends the
opportunity to decline attendance at the new school and continue at his/her school of residence. If the student begins the school
year at the new school and then transfers back to school of residence after attending one or more days of school or one or more
athletic practices, he/she shall be subject to transfer provisions as outlined in the transfer Section of this document.

A student may continue being eligible in the same school even though parent(s) and/or student move from within that school’s
attendance boundaries, provided enrollment is continuous (unbroken in that school).

After a student-athlete has not participated and/or has had their eligibility restricted for one calendar year due to reasons relating
to residence and/or transfer, he/she becomes eligible.

A student-athlete will not be eligible if his/her attendance at a particular school resulted from undue influence (special considera-
tion because of athletic ability) on the part of any person.

A student-athlete who has been declared ineligible at a school for disciplinary reasons, academic reasons or due to another State
Association’s provision retains that ineligibility status if he/she transfers to another school.

Except in situations involving transfer after a student’s fourth consecutive semester, a full-time student whose residence in a
given district and attendance at a member school does not conform with any of the provisions outlined above shall be eligible for
non-varsity competition only, for one calendar year, unless a waiver is provided as outlined in the WIAA HSIHandbook under
Waivers. Transfer students are subject to transfer provisions as outlined in the transfer section of this document and in the Senior
High Handbook.

DETERMINING RESIDENCE FOR NONPUBLIC SCHOOL STUDENTS

A full-time student, whether an adult or not, is eligible for varsity interscholastic competition only if the student is residing full time
with parents in their primary residence with these additional provisions:

A.

In the event of a divorce or legal separation, whether pending or final, a student’s residence at the beginning of the school year
shall determine eligibility except in situations involving transfer after a student’s fourth consecutive semester. For the purpose of
this rule, attendance at one day of school and/or attendance at one athletic practice shall determine ‘beginning of school year’.
Under this rule, a student who transfers after the beginning of the school year shall be ineligible at the new school unless approv-
al is granted by the Board of Control in accordance with the waiver provisions as described in the WIAA HSIHandbook under Waiv-
ers. Transfer restrictions may also apply.

Residing full time with guardians shall determine eligibility in cases where both parents of a student are deceased. The execution
of guardianship papers in situations where one or both parents are living does not by itself make a student eligible.

A student may continue being eligible in the same school even though parent(s) and/or student move from within that school’s
traditional attendance area, provided enrollment is continuous (unbroken in that school).

Except in situations involving mid-year transfer and/or transfer after the fourth consecutive semester students attending member
residential schools shall be eligible at the member school provided they reside at the school or reside full time with parents in
their primary residence.

Except in situations involving transfer after a student’s fourth consecutive semester, a full-time student attending a nonpublic
school but not residing in accordance with any of the provisions outlined above shall be eligible for non-varsity competition only,
for one calendar year, unless a waiver is provided as outlined in the WIAA HSIHandbook under Waivers.

TRANSFERS

A full-time student may be afforded up to eight consecutive semesters of interscholastic eligibility upon entry into Grade 9. Transfer-
ring schools at any time may result in restrictions being imposed on eligibility, or in some cases a denial of eligibility. For the purpose
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of this rule, attendance at one day of school and/or attendance at one athletic practice shall determine ‘beginning of school year.
These additional provisions relate to transfer cases:

A.

A student who transfers from any school into a member school after the fourth consecutive semester following entry into Grade 9
shall be ineligible for practice and competition for one calendar year, unless the transfer is made necessary by a total change in
residence by parent(s). The calendar year (365 days) will be determined from a student’s first day of attendance at the new
school.

Open enrolled and/or tuition paying students entering 9th and/or 10th grade at the beginning of the school year and who are
within the first four consecutive semesters of high school will be afforded unrestricted eligibility provided all other rules governing
student eligibility are met.

Open enrolled and/or tuition paying students entering 11th and/or 12th grade as transfer students are ineligible to practice and/
or compete for one calendar year.

9th grade students who transfer after the beginning of the school year and with written consent from both schools directly in-
volved may be provided non-varsity opportunities for the remainder of the school year. Restrictions are removed upon entering
10th grade.

10th grade students who transfer after the beginning of the school year and with written consent from both schools directly in-
volved may be provided non-varsity opportunities for one calendar year (365 days beginning with first day of attendance at the
new school).

In the event of divorce or legal separation, whether pending or final, residence at the beginning of the school year shall determine
eligibility for students entering 9th and/or 10th grade. In situations involving transfer after the fourth consecutive semester fol-
lowing entry into grade 9 the student is ineligible to practice and compete for one calendar year.

District policies with respect to intra-district transfer do not supersede WIAA transfer rules in situations involving post-4th semes-
ter transfers. Intra-district transfers occurring after the fourth consecutive semester following entry into grade 9 result in the
student being ineligible for practice and competition for one calendar year (365 days beginning with first day of attendance at the
new school).

Unless transfer, including an accompanying change of parents’ residence, is effective at the outset of a semester, a student can-
not establish eligibility at his/her new school until the fifth calendar day of such transfer.

If within the first four consecutive semesters following entry into grade 9, a student who transfers more than once in any given
school year shall be ineligible for all interscholastic competition for the remainder of that current school year and will be eligible
for non-varsity opportunities only for the balance of the calendar year. In situations involving transfer after the fourth consecutive
semester following entry into grade 9 the student is ineligible to practice and compete for one calendar year.

A student may not have eligibility in more than one member school at the same time. A parent or parents who move from a pri-
mary residence within one school’s attendance boundaries, to a secondary residence within another school’s attendance bounda-
ries, may be required by the Board of Control to provide evidence of a total move.

A student who transfers from any school, whether or not a member school, with a status of ineligibility for disciplinary reasons,
academic reasons and/or as a result of another State Association's regulation or sanction, retains such status at his/her new
school for the same period as decreed by the former school.

No eligibility will be granted for a student whose residence within a school’s attendance boundaries, with or without parents, or
whose attendance at a school has been the result of undue influence (special consideration due to athletic ability or potential) on
the part of any person, whether or not connected with the school.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION and PARENT'S PERMISSION

A student-athlete whether an adult or not, must have written permission of parents to participate in school athletics, an emergency
information form, and he/she must have a physical examination (signed by a licensed physician or advanced practice nurse prescriber)
every other school year.

A physical examination taken April 1 and thereafter is valid for the following two school years. Physical examination taken before
April 1 is valid only for remainder of that school year and the following school year.

TRAINING and CONDUCT

A student-athlete must follow his/her school's code of conduct (training rules) on a year-round basis.

A.

A student-athlete who violates his/her school's code of conduct during the season of a sport (start of practice to final game) must
be suspended from competition for a period of time specified in the code (minimum of one meet) if the violation involves (a)
possession and/or use of alcohol, (b) possession and/or use of tobacco, including chewing tobacco and (c) use, possession, buying
or selling of controlled substances, street drugs and performance enhancing substances (PES).

The member school will determine minimum penalties for violation of any other provisions of its code of conduct, including out of
season offenses and for any other unacceptable conduct contrary to the ideals, principals and standards of the school and this
Association including but not limited to criminal behavior.
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A student-athlete who violates his/her school's code of conduct at times other than during the actual season of a sport must be
disciplined by the school, the nature of such discipline to be determined by the school as indicated in its code of conduct.

A student-athlete who violates any part of the school or WIAA's code of conduct resulting in suspension of WIAA-sponsored tour-
nament competition must be immediately declared ineligible for the remainder of tournament series in that sport. During the
WIAA Tournament, an ineligible athlete may not suit up.

A student-athlete, disqualified from a contest for flagrant or unsportsmanlike conduct, is also suspended from the next competi-
tive event.

Any player who spits on, strikes, slaps, kicks, pushes or intentionally and aggressively physically contacts an official at any time
shall be immediately ineligible for competition a minimum of 90 calendar days from the date of the confrontation. In addition,
the player is ineligible to compete for the first 25% of the next season in that same sport.

A school must provide an opportunity for the student to be heard prior to a penalty being enforced. If a student appeals a suspen-
sion, according to the schools appeal procedure, the student is ineligible during the appeal process.

AMATEUR STATUS

A student-athlete must be an amateur in all recognized sports of this association in order to compete in any WIAA sport.

A.

A student-athlete may not accept, receive or direct to another, reimbursement in any form of cash or merchandise such as shirts,
jackets, sweaters, sweatshirts, jerseys, warm-ups, equipment, balls, duffel bags, backpacks, watches, rings, billfolds, coupons, gift
certificates, regardless of their value for athletic accomplishments, such as being on a winning team, being selected for the school
varsity team, or being a place winner in an individual tournament, e.g.

A student-athlete may receive awards for school achievement which are symbolic (non utilitarian) in nature — badges, certificates,
trophies, medals, banners, ribbons, pictures, plaques, event T-shirts, event hats, game balls, unattached emblems, letters, season
highlight DVD or video, e.g.

A student-athlete may not receive compensation or benefit, directly or indirectly, for the use of name, picture, and/or personal
appearance, as an athlete. This includes receiving free and/or reduced rates on equipment, apparel, camps/clinics/instruction and
competitive opportunities that are not identical for all other participants.

A student-athlete may not be identified as an athlete, provide endorsement as an athlete or appear as an athlete in the promo-
tion of a commercial/advertisement and/or profit-making event, item, plan, or service.

A student-athlete may not participate in school athletics or in sports activities outside the school under a name other than his/her
own name.

SPORTS ACTIVITIES OUTSIDE OF SCHOOL

A student-athlete in a given sport may not compete in that same sport outside of school either as a team member or an individual or
independent entry during the same time he/she is participating with the school team. Violation of this rule results in loss of eligibility
for the remainder of the season (including the WIAA tournament series).

A.

WIAA rules do not prevent athletes from practicing with non-school teams or from receiving private skills instruction during the
school season. However, they may not participate officially or unofficially (including “banditing”) in any non-school competitions
or races, including scrimmages against other teams.

(1) This restriction applies to normal non-school games as well as “gimmicks,” such as reduced numbers competition (3-on-3
basketball, 6 player soccer, e.g.), specific skill contests (punt, pass, and kick, shooting contests, free throws, 3 point, e.g.), fun
runs, etc.

(2) A student who was a member of a school team during the previous year may not delay reporting for the school team beyond
the school’s official opening day of practice in order to continue non-school training and/or competition.

During the school year before and/or after the school season of a sport, a student-athlete may participate in sport activities out-
side of school with these restrictions:

(1) A student-athlete must not participate in non-school programs, activities, camps, clinics and/or competition that is limited to
individuals who are likely to be candidates for the school team in that sport in the following season.

(2) Non-school activities in which students are engaged may not resemble in any way a school team practicing or competing out
-of-season.

In the summer non-school roster restrictions are not in effect and members of a schools team may voluntarily assemble with their
teammates (without school and/or school coach involvement) at their own discretion.

A student-athlete or his/her parents must pay the fee for specialized training or instruction such as camps, clinics, and similar
programs.

A student-athlete may not be instructed except during the school season of a sport and approved summer contact days by the
person who will be his/her coach in that sport in the following school season. The sports of baseball, cross country, golf, gymnas-
tics, softball, swimming, tennis, track & field, and wrestling are exempt from this rule, BUT only (a) during the summer months
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and (b) if the program involved is not limited to individuals who are likely to be candidates for the school team in that sport in the
following season.

F. A student-athlete must not participate in an all-star game or similar contest except for summertime activities (a) within the same
league or program (e.g., softball game between divisions of same league) or (b) in which a team is selected to represent a league
in post-season play (e.g., Babe Ruth league team). Some post-season all-star opportunities may be permitted for 12th graders
who have completed high school eligibility in a particular sport. Check with your Athletic Director to be certain.

USE OF STUDENT IMAGE

The participation of student-athletes in school and WIAA tournaments may result in the use of student-athlete images in promotion of
school and WIAA events.

In order to facilitate good communication, all questions regarding athletic participation at your school should be addressezlir
athletic administrator.

APPENDIX

Determining Residence for Public School Students

A full-time student, whether an adult or not, is eligible for varsity interscholastic competition only at the school
within whose attendance boundaries his/her parents reside, within a given school district, with these additional pro-
visions:

Board of Education approved full-time student(s), paying their own tuition and residing full time with parents in
their primary residence shall be afforded eligibility. Transfer students are subject to provisions outlined in the trans-
fers section of this document and in the Senior High Handbook.

The residence of a student’s guardians shall determine eligibility in cases where both parents of a student are de-
ceased. The execution of guardianship papers in situation where one or both parents are living does not by itself
make a student eligible.

In the event of a divorce or legal separation, whether pending or final, a student’s residence at the beginning of the
school year shall determine eligibility, except in situations involving transfer after the fourth consecutive semester
following entry into grade 9. For the purpose of this rule, attendance at one day of school and/or attendance at one
athletic practice shall determine “beginning of school year.” Under this rule, a student who transfers after the begin-
ning of the school year shall be ineligible at the new school unless approval is granted by the Board of Control in
accordance with the transfer and/or waiver provisions as described in the WIAA HS Handbook.

Also taken from the WIAA High School Athletic Eligibility Information Bulletin
Transfers

A full-time student may be afforded up to eight consecutive semesters of interscholastic eligibility upon entry into
Grade 9. Transferring schools at any time may result in restrictions being imposed on eligibility, or in some cases a
denial of eligibility. For the purpose of this rule, attendance at one day of school and/or attendance at one athletic
practice shall determine “beginning of school year.” These additional provisions relate to transfer cases:

A student who transfers from any school into a member school after the fourth consecutive semester following entry
into Grade 9 shall be ineligible for practice and competition for one calendar year, unless the transfer is made neces-
sary by a total change in residence by parent(s). The calendar year (365 days) will be determined from a student’s
first day of attendance at the new school.

Open enrolled and/or tuition paying students entering 9™ and/or 10" grade at the beginning of the school year and
who are within the first four consecutive semesters of high school will be afforded unrestricted eligibility provided
all other rules governing student eligibility are met.

Open enrolled and/or tuition paying students entering 11™ and/or 12™ grade as transfer students are ineligible to
practice and/or compete for one calendar year.
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9™ grade students who transfer after the beginning of the school year and with written consent from both schools
directly involved may be provided non-varsity opportunities for the remainder of the school year. Restrictions are

removed upon entering 10" grade.

10™ grade students who transfer after the beginning of the school year and with written consent from both schools
directly involved may be provided non-varsity opportunities for one calendar year (365 days beginning with the first

day of attendance at the new school).

In the event of divorce or legal separation, whether pending or final, residence at the beginning of the school year
shall determine eligibility for students entering 9™ and/or 10" grade. In situations involving transfer after the fourth
consecutive semester following entry into grade 9 the student is ineligible to practice and compete for one calendar

year.

District policies with respect to intra-district transfer do not supersede WIAA transfer rules in situations involving
post-4™ semester transfers. Intra-district transfers occurring after the fourth consecutive semester following entry
into grade 9 result in the student being ineligible for practice and competition for one calendar year (365 days begin-
ning with first day of attendance at the new school).
